plan with everyone in the household; and

gﬁkt‘tdﬁ} residents should practice the home fire escape drill at least twice a
year, during the day and at night; and residents in a real emergency
should get low and go under the smoke to get out quickly; and

gﬁkt‘tdﬁ} the 2019 Fire Prevention Week theme, “Not Every Hero Wears a
Cape. Plan and Practice Your Escape!” effectively serves to remind
us that we need to take personal steps to increase our safety from fire.
